Dear Physician,

We are writing to make you aware of a free service 
available to children who have vision and hearing 
challenges and to share information about medical 

conditions that can lead to dual sensory loss.  
The Kentucky Deaf-Blind Project is a technical assistance project serving individuals birth through 21 years of age who have difficulty using BOTH their vision and their hearing. Many of the children/students that we follow may not have an actual loss of vision and hearing but difficulty using these senses because of other factors such as additional delays, disabilities and/or complex medical problems.

We are not a direct service project. Instead, our objective is to support families and existing direct services through activities such as training, on-site technical assistance (example: assisting in the development of an IFSP or IEP) and helping families and service providers to identify and access resources.

Anyone may refer a child to our project for services. Once we receive a referral from a parent or professional we set up a time to meet with the family to explain our services and determine how we might best help to support their child.  

I have enclosed a brochure for you that explains our services and identifies medical conditions that may lead to vision and hearing problems. I have also included “bookmarks” to share with families.
