Games for Cooking Vocabulary

Pudding Activity Game Examples

Make game cards in a variety of formats according to student’s needs.

Leader draws from a stack of cards with vocabulary words on them and reads the card.  Students mark their card with a poker chip, or put their card on a cookie sheet and mark with magnets.  

Students who are non-readers can use picture symbols or tactile symbols.

Students who are not symbol users but are learning spoken or sign language vocabulary listen to the leader say or sign the word and pick from a set of real objects to demonstrate they know the word.  The player’s card should contain the answers in print or tactile format including the written or braille word, even if the student cannot read in order to build an awareness of literacy.  A peer or assistant helps them mark the bingo card that has an appropriate print or tactile symbol or word to indicate which words they know.
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Spinner Game

Make a spinner to use manually or with a switch activated spinning device such as Ablenet’s All Turn It.  Make game cards for each player in the appropriate print or tactile media.  Repeat symbols or words often if players need repetition for  reading practice.  As with the bingo game above, students can play using real objects to indicate their understanding of a spoken or signed word and an assistant can mark their card.  The first player who fills the card wins.

Card Game

Make a deck of cards with at 5 to 8 copies of cards of each word.  Play as you do Uno, match 2 or 3 cards of a kind until they have all cards played.  You can also play “concentration” by setting out an array of 6 or 8 cards containing matched pairs mixed up.  Player turns one card, then tries to guess or remember another that matches it.  Can be played with 1 or more players.  Each player must “read” or sign the word depicted on their cards to score points.
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
